82     Treasurer’s report 
         Carol Moore  reported  -  
         Insurance has been renewed.  50 free trees (whips) have been planted. 
         All agreed to purchase 10 chairs for use in gazebo, cost £200   
         Chris Roe requested FPP put aside £300 for refreshments to entertain visiting groups. 
        This was approved subject to HLF funding not being available. 
        It was agreed that any surplus remaining after the purchase of water lilies should be  
        retained for maintenance and replacement.  
 
                                             
83    Area Parks Manager Report 
        Keith Wright reported – 
        The sundial is now in place and the beds around it tidied.   
        The summer rockeries are still to plant up. 
 
        The banks have been measured to assess them for new legislation relating to grass  
        cutting.  There will be a new mowing plan.  The wildflower areas are the steepest  
        and will get an annual strim. 
 
        The apprentice is doing well and is ahead of schedule for his NVQ.  His late start date  
        could cause problems with his next year’s education plans.  Report at next meeting  
        on Gary’s progress and recruitment for next year.   
 
       Green Flag status has been applied for, 2011, - judging will be in May.  Application to 
       be available at next meeting   Feedback from 2010 judging available – to circulate  
       to committee   
 
      Brian Bennett is sorting out, with Chris Roe, the events licence for the park. 
 
      Chris Roe is meeting the Youth Justice Panel and an enforcement officer.  
 
      Hellens are returning in March to work on the defects list.  This includes improved 
      pointing around the Lily Pool and the brickwork on the terrace.  Chris Bourne is dealing  
      with the dispute relating to the de-lamination of the timber in the commemorative  
      garden.  The final sign off is in March and the retained money will only be paid when  
     all faults are rectified. 
 
 84     Budget 
        A sound system is to be purchased from the contingency fund.   
 
        Joe Plant, Owen Moore and Chris Roe met Chris Bourne on January 18th to discuss the  
        Budget.  Summary sheet to be circulated to committee.   The Capital budget is  
        spent and also a substantial amount of the contingency fund.  Much of the additional  
        spending was on a 6 month extension to Robert Everiss’ salary, as the works had been  
        delayed due to various problems and on additional planting.  Some of this was due to 
        beds being totally cleared, between St Hilda’s Terrace and the play area, which  
        should not have been cleared. This necessitated the purchase of expensive mature 
        trees and shrubs to replace them.   
        Money remains in the budget for the ten year management plan, including events,  
        interpretation, marketing and training.  Chris Bourne to be invited to the next 
        meeting to explain the situation to the committee.

         Linda Wilkins reported – 
        JMG leaflets and posters have been put on hold until the budget situation is more  
         clear.  To contact Marcus Byron  
        Jurassic Garden leaflet re-print – do be decided later. 
        Jurassic Garden interpretation board was ordered in November and will go ahead. 
         Beth Veitch, Whitby Museum Education Officer, is sending a pack to local schools and  
         is including information relevant to school visits to the park and Art Gallery.

of the restoration of the park in June 2010 there was no mention of FPP. 
The committee agreed unanimously that they were delighted by the article, and 
by articles in previous years’ reports where FPP were credited,  and did not feel 
it appropriate to write to the Lit & Phil. 

 
5. Photography competition – there may be space in the Art Gallery to display  
     entries in a summer competition.  Could be part of a JMG venture.   
 
6. Linda Sims suggested Tai Chi in the park – John Young is a possible “teacher”
